Their calculated volume required for drainage going into the existing basins only accounts for 

their proposed drainage. It does not account for the drainage already going to the basins. There 

is no backup provided for how the volume provided was calculated for the existing basins. 

There should be a pretty detailed analysis required to determine how much extra volume is 

available for the western basin in Parcel C-34. Pretty much all of Parcel C034 drains into that 

basin and it is part of a network of various basins upstream of it. They are also filling in a portion 

of the basins with the proposed side slopes of the roadway. There just is not enough 

information shown to confirm they designed it correctly.
